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Compare this tree to the map of Europe. Print the map out and label the countries according to language families. Names such as “Romance”, “Germanic”, “Slavonic”, etc. are family names.
In this exercise, we will focus only on the majority or official languages of countries. 

Find 6 countries whose majority languages are not on this tree. What happened?

Find the two Romance-speaking countries that are contiguous with each other, but not contiguous with any other Romance-speaking country.

What country is missing in the upper right-hand corner of this map and what language family does it represent? (Hint: It’s big)

At what borders do you find contiguous countries that speak languages from different families?

What’s with Anatolian? Have you ever run into any of those languages? Why or why not?

There are two families that aren’t on the map of Europe – which are they?
