I'm just going to tell you about the other couple of minor

glitches, and then you will have one of the few perfect copies of the

book ever to be out there.  I changed the following in your copy: p. 13,

p. 72 (which you caught), p. 109, and p. 116.  The only other ones are

really trivial: on the last line on page 71, the first phonetic

consonant in the "longest word" should be "c with both a hat over it and

a tail under it"; and on p. 172, I had put the tail under the wrong

consonant in {pri-}: I should have put the tail under the "r".
