Homework 2: Conventional and Novel Metaphors
Collect at least twenty metaphors from your environs (what you read, what you overhear). Sort these into two categories: “Conventional” vs. “Novel” metaphors. For each metaphor, identify the source domain, the target domain, and the features that are mapped from the source domain to the target domain. For example: My love is a fire. Here the source domain is fire. The target domain is love. The features that are mapped are the power (heat) and consuming nature of fire, which may include a sense of danger and uncontrollability. In addition to metaphors based upon nouns (like My love is a fire), be sure to collect metaphors based on verbs (like He flew through that test) and adjectives (like I have a ferocious headache).
